Grant Cycles — There are two grant cycles per calendar year. Applications will be accepted between March 15
and April 15 for performances, programs and initiatives occurring between July 1 and December 31 of the

same year. Applications will be accepted between August 1 and September 15 for performances, programs

and initiatives occurring between January 1 and June 30 of the following year.

Grant Awards - announcements will be made within three weeks after the application deadline and
payments will follow within ten days of the announcement.

. Application — Please complete the attached application, the Budget Form and attach all supporting

documentation.

. Final Reports — All Final reports are due to the SRCCF office no later than 60 days after the completion of the

project, event, or initiative. No additional awards will be granted unless the Final Report for an existing grant
is received. The Final Grant Report document will be sent to you with the award check and is also available online.

8. Excess Grant Funds — Any grant dollars not utilized for the stated purpose must be returned. Any excess grant

dollars must be returned. All grant dollars must be expended prior to December 31 each year.
